Slope Mode On/Off 

Using a laser beam1 to measure distances, it emits a laser pulse 
towards the target, which reflects back to the rangefinder. This is 
measured by calculating the time taken for the laser to bounce 
back, providing golfers with accurate information.

Adjust distance measurements to account for changes in 
elevation by calculating the angle between the rangefinder and 
target. Helping golfers with accurate distance readings on hilly 
courses, factoring in slopes. 

Canon PowerShot GOLF’s incorporated pin-locking function 
targets the closest object in the case of multiple subjects being 
detected during continuous rangefinding. Once the intended 
object becomes clear, a flag icon displayed in the viewfinder and 
a vibration2 indicates the measurement has been taken.
